Type of Appeal and Procedural Issues

Your recently filed Notice of Appeal has been reviewed and the appeal has been categorized as a
Standard appcal.

From the matcrials filed, it appcars there are a number of important procedural issucs
outstanding:

A copy of thc order/judgment undcr appeal has not been included with the Notice of
Appcal. Please provide a filed copy of the order/judgment as soon as it is available.

X This appeal purports to be from both the original decision of Dec. 2, 2016 and the
decision on the application to vary the original decision of Nov. 30, 2018. I note that the
original Dec. 2, 2016 decision was previously appealed to this court (Appeal No. 1601-
0350AC) and abandoncd at the oral hecaring. Given that, it is not clear whether there is
any ability to appeal the Dec. 2, 2016 decision again. Even if there is, an application
to extend time to appeal would be required, given the time to appeal that dccision has
long since passed. An application to extend time to file the appeal would need to be made
to a single appeal judge.

X a sclf-represented party is involved. It is always recommended that onc scck legal
advice. Some lawyers may provide limited scope retainers should you wish to retain them
for only a specific portion of the appeal. Plcase contact a Resolution Support Centre for
information on free or low-cost legal advice in your area.
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Three of the Appellants arc corporate cntitics and arc not represented by counscl. Rule
2.22 of the Alberta Rules of Court provides that an “individual™ may be sclf-represented.
However, other types of litigants, including corporate cntitics, must be represented by a
lawyer. Scc 908077 Alberta Ltd, (Escape & Relax) v. 1313608 Alberta Ltd., 2015 ABCA
117, a copy of which is enclosed for your convenience. Therefore, in order to appear in
court and make representations on this appcal, the corporate Appellants must
retain a lawyer to appear on their behalf. Please advise as soon as counsel is
retained. To be clear, the self-represented individual Appellants in this appeal
cannot speak for or represent the corporate Appellants.

As the Appellant has indicated an interest in Judicial Dispute Resolution, it would be
appreciated if the Respondent(s) provided their position with respect to
participating in a JDR within 2 weeks of the date of this letter.

Should you wish to providc a response, or if you require assistance with managing this appeal,
please contact the Casc Management Officer. Please be reminded to always copy all other partics
to the appcal with any correspondence to the Court.

Deadlines / Timetables

A summarized version of appcal deadlines is available on the Court of Appeal’s website under
Registry > Filing Information > Filing Dcadlines. You are encouraged to review the
applicable deadlines as failure to comply with them will result in the appeal being struck.
In addition, it is strongly reccommended that documents be prepared and filed in advance of any
dcadlinc in order to allow sufficient timc to address any issucs or makc any necessary
corrections.

There is an option to submit timetablcs for the appeal instead of following the deadlines set by
the Rules of Court. A timetable scts out mutually-agreed upon deadlines for the filing of all
materials, including the hearing datc. The proposcd timetable is sent to the Case Management
Officer for approval.

Judicial Dispute Resolution (JDR)
